Here is my new list finally, with an updated list sent upon email request.  I truly appreciate your business, and your love for orchids, especially the slippers and weirdo Bulbos. I have quite a few other interesting orchids as well so check out my other choice species and hybrids. If you have never tried Barkerias, they are especially rewarding with very long lasting sprays of flowers. 
I have cut back on breeding and am changing my approach somewhat with this new list. As any items on the website list are sold out, I will be removing them from my office database list & will send this list to you via email attachment on request. Items will not be removed from the database until they actually ship out since sometimes orders are cancelled. This approach will help to keep my listing updated, even if it is outdated online. I can add new items as well to the attachment, including occasional flasks. 
The website and office database will now include awarded divisions unlike in the past. These can be very limited and often only one is available. Division sizes are listed but sometimes sizes change and/or another size/price is available. 
I have had mostly good luck shipping by the US Postal Service Priority Mail except during periods of extreme cold or heat, or during the December holiday period. Due to the shipping overload and delays then, I suspend Priority Mail shipments from mid-November through Jan. 1 (and beyond depending upon temperatures). Both winter and summer shipping is as weather permits.

You can reach me by email with your order 24 hours a day. I do not recommend emailing your credit card number but I can hold your order until I receive a phone call with your card number or receive payment by check. Phone calls are most likely to be answered in the evenings or you can safely leave your credit card info on voicemail. I advise checking on current availability of plants, best done by email, especially if you are mailing a check or your discount level may be affected. Please note the terms and conditions to follow.

2. Domestic orders only at this time; no foreign orders.

Please notify me immediately if your plants are damaged in shipment. In the case of mislabeled plants I will do my best to make amends.

7. I cannot guarantee the future productivity or flower quality of any plants. Many of the crosses offered are speculative and it is impossible to predict with certainty the outcome of hybrid crosses. My descriptions for crosses are my best guess.

  Items and sizes (if more than one size available); quantity if more than one.

  If paying by credit card please phone in the card #, expiration date, and 3-digit code on      
  back plus billing address for the card if different than the shipping address. 
I will notify you via email of a ship date before sending your order if I have your email address and send tracking info when I do ship. 
Phrag and Paph seedlings are sold by leafspan (from tip to tip of the largest pair). The leafspan listed is the minimum size and in many cases the plant will actually be larger than listed. For near blooming size (NBS) and blooming size (BS) plants, leafspan may not be given. Pot sizes are not given for phrags and paphs but generally larger leafspan sizes indicate larger pots as well. Select divisions are usually sold by the number of growths.
For other seedlings in other genera, only the pot size is given due to varying growth habits. Select divisions are usually sold by the number of growths or pseudobulbs.

I sometimes have other phrag species and phrag hybrids in quantities too limited to list, so if you are looking for a particular species or hybrid that is not listed feel free to inquire with specifics. I do not have an actual list of varieties not on this listing.

Robert Palm ‘Coral Wave’ HCC/AOS  (besseae x czerwiakowianum). Two growths, BS, $60.

Ruby Cascade ‘Windy Hill’ HCC/AOS (Andean Fire x wallisii). Two growths, BS, $125.

TEACUP PAPHIOPEDILUM HYBRIDS

These teacups have relatively small growing parents on both sides. They will remain small in stature and are therefore especially good for growing under lights.
Paph Spicy Henry (spicerianum ‘Windy Hill’ x henryanum ‘Windy Hill’). These have the pink henryanum pouch and a white/green dorsal with spots and a darker midrib, Nice, & an easy bloomer! At least 3 of this exact cross have already gotten AOS awards! They are a bit larger than many teacup paphs but still on the small side,,……………………,,25+ cm ls, multi-growths, BS. $30.  
Paph Little Charlie (charlesworthii fma.album ‘Windy Hill’ x Little By Little ‘War Eagle’ HCC/AOS). Primarily pink flowers with bronze colored petals are expected, despite the album species used. It was used for its excellent shape!.................................................................................12+cm ls. $15.
Paph Cutie Pie (Wossner Helene ‘Windy Hill’s Teacup Cutie’ HCC/AOS x Little By Little ‘War Eagle’ HCC/AOS). Some dorsal spotting with pink/yellow/tan as predominate coloring. These should bloom on very small plants; both parent are tiny!.........................................................8+cm ls. $20.

Kolosand ‘Sweetie-P-Pie’ AM/AOS (kolopakingii x sanderianum). One large growth, $75. 

Maude’s Flame ‘Windy Hill’ HCC/AOS. (Maudiae x Flame Arrow). One growth, NBS, $40. 

Maudiae ‘Bankhouse’ AM/AOS (callosum x lawrenceanum). Two growths, BS, $125.

Maudiae ‘The Queen’ AM/AOS (callosum x lawrenceanum). Two growths, BS, $125.

Olivia ‘D.S. Brown’ AM/AOS (niveum x tonsum). One new growth, NBS, $75. This plant was accessioned into the Missouri Botanical Garden collection in 1918, donated by D.S.Brown of Kirkwood, MO. It was awarded in 2010.

Olivia ‘St. Francis’ AM/AOS (niveum x tonsum). One new growth, NBS, $65.

Shin-Yi’s Pride ‘Windy Hill’ AM/AOS (Michael Koopowitz x rothschildianum). One growth, not NBS, $50. 

Susan Booth ‘Crestwood’ AM/AOS (rothschildianum x glanduliferum). Two growths, NBS, $125. 

Susan Booth ‘Windy Hill’ AM/AOS (rothschildianum x glanduliferum). One growth, NBS,  $125.

Tiger Mountain ‘Windy Hill’ AM/AOS (William Mathews x tigrinum). One growth, NBS, $75. 

Vanguard ‘Knob Creek’ AM/AOS (glaucophyllum x rothschildianum). One growth, NBS, $65.

Whitemoor ‘Snow Maiden’ AM/AOS (Dervish x F.C.Puddle). 2 growths, BS, $60.

William Trelease ‘MoBot’s First Director’ AM/AOS (rothschildianum x parishii). Dr. William Trelease was the first director of Missouri Botanical Garden after the Garden’s founder Henry Shaw died in 1889. Sander named this cross for Trelease in 1898. Two growths, NBS, $125.
MEXIPEDIUMS

Mexipedium xerophyticum seedlings: (‘Windy Hill’ HCC/AOS x ‘Oaxaca’ CBR/AOS) or (‘Pixie Slippers’ AM/CCM/AOS x ‘Oaxaca’ CBR/AOS) or (‘Fairy Slippers’ CCM/AOS x ‘Windy Hill’ HCC/AOS). Very cute miniature Mexican slipper orchid with mostly white flowers with pink highlights. I was the first to bloom this species in cultivation and I have sold very many beautiful plants over the years. Detailed care instructions are available.

Mexipedium xerophyticum.  Divisions of this species are sometimes available and range from $40-$60 per growth for the first growth and less per growth thereafter. These include ‘Oaxaca’ CBR/CCE/AOS, ‘Windy Hill’ HCC/AOS, Pixie Slippers’ AM/CCM/AOS, ‘Fairy Slippers’ CCM/AOS, ‘Moonlight & Star’ CCM/AOS. Inquire since sizes for the various varieties can vary. Specify variety and size if known and I will see how close I can come.

Bulbophyllum andersonii. Umbellate type flower arrangement with many flowers per umbel. A rambling grower……………………………………………………….…………………….6” pot, BS, $25.
Bulbophyllum annamense ‘Crownpoint’. Divisions of CCM/AOS awarded plant. Beautiful lavender speckled 3.5-4” umbels of up to 20 flowers per stem!............bare root division with 2 growths, $15.
Bulbophyllum bicolor. ‘A-doribil’ AM/AOS or bicolor ‘Windy Hill’ AM/AOS. Awarded divisions of a very pretty species with clusters of light yellow flowers striped magenta…….……3.25” pot, BS, $20.
Bulbophyllum carunculatum  (‘Magnifico’ AM/CHM/AOS x sib). A beautiful Philippine species with successive blooming large golden yellow flowers with a dark red-black lip. The lip is covered with small lumpy growths (caruncules) which give the plant its name. Extremely nice! Not stinky; one of my favorites!............................................................................................................5” pot, BS, $25.
Bulbophyllum carunculatum ‘Magnifico’ AM/CHM/AOS or carunculatum ‘Windy Hill’ AM/AOS. Awarded divisions of the above species………………….…………………..…………..5” pot, BS, $30.
Bulbophyllum conchinchinense (=macranthum) ‘Rainbow’ CHM/AOS’. Abundant cream and yellow flowers heavily speckled maroon…………………………..……………………….……..5” pot, BS, $20.
Bulbophyllum cruciatum (syn. Hapalochilus cruciatus). A compact growing plant with very small white and purple flowers. Not showy, just unusual. From New Guinea……..…...3.25” pot. BS, $20.
Bulbophyllum falcatum v. flavum ‘Gold Country’. Many little yellow flowers on the side of a rachis that looks like a flattened pead pod. Very cute! …………………………...…………... 3” pot, BS, $20.

Bulbophyllum falcatum var. velutinum ‘Shan’ CBR/CCM/AOS. Cute like the above but with a darker reddish rachis and flowers!.........................................................................................3” pot, BS, $15.

Bulbophyllum grandiflorum (syn. burfordiense). Large beautiful light greenish bronze flowers with translucent whitish spotting on the sepals, sort of like windows!...........................BS, 3.25” pot, $20.
